o PDMA Balochistan & Punjab to ensure early warning, prompt evacuation and response in vulnerable
low-lying areas adjacent to nullahs / hill torrents (in areas indicted above).

o PDMA Sindh to ensure all necessary measures undertaken in light of Medium Flood Levels at Guddu &
Sukkur.

o GBDMA to ensure all necessary measures are undertaken to mitigate / prepare against GLOF incidents.

o NHA/FWO/Local C&W Depts to ensure pre-placement of machinery and timely restoration of damaged
road linkages.

o Rescue Services, Armed Forces and leading NGOs / CSOs to ensure availability of personnel / equipment

in the indicated areas & be on stand-by for rapid response.
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
