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Possible Impacts:

• Snowfall: Moderate to Heavy snowfall is expected in Northern Parts of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, Gilgit Baltistan and AJ&K. Snowfall may

cause temporary closure of roads.

• Urban and Flash Flooding: Likely flash flooding is expected in streams and nullah’s of upper catchment areas i.e Basham, Bat Khela,

Swat, Upper Dir, Upper Kohistan, Chitral, Kalam, Malam Jabba. Moderate to Heavy Rainfall may cause Urban flooding in major cities of

Central Punjab.
