SUBJECT: -RIVERS SITUATION AND QUALITATIVE FLOOD FORECAST:
I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION at 0600 PST:

River Sutlej at Ganda Singh Wala is in Exceptionally High flood level & is steady and at Sulemanki is in
Low flood level and rising. River Indus at Guddu is in low flood level.

WARNING :According to latest Hydro-meteorological conditions, River Sutlej at Ganda Singh Wala is likely to
remain in Exceptionally High Flood Level (subject to the releases from India). River Sutlej at
Sulemanki is likely to attain High to Very High flood Level during 24-hours and at Islam, High flood
level from 22" August 2023.

II: METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:
a. Yesterday’s trough of westerly wave over Northern parts of Iran today lies over Northeast Iran.
b. Yesterday’s low-pressure area over Northwest Bay of Bengal today lies over South Jharkhand (India).
