SUBJECT: -RIVERS SITUATION AND QUALITATIVE FLOOD FORECAST:

I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION:
All the Major Rivers are flowing in the state of their normal flows. Flash flooding is expected in the Hill Torrents of DG
Khan Division and local Nullahs of North Balochistan during next 48-hours.
High to Very High-level flooding is expected in River Chenab and associated Nullahs of Rivers Ravi & Chenab from 8" to
9™ July, 2023.

I: METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:

a.  Yesterday's deep trough of westerly wave over Northeast Afghanistan and adjoining areas today lies over Northern parts

of the country.
b. Yesterday's Upper Alr cyclonic circulation over West Bengal (India) moved westwards and today lies over central paris
of Madhyva Parades.

c. Moderate to Strong monsoon currents from Bay of Bengal are penetrating to upper parts of the country up to 7000 feet.

d. Seasonal low lies over Balochistan and its trough is extending Northwards.

HI::WEATHER FORECAST FOR NEXT 24-HOLURS:
Scattered to widespread wind thunderstorm/rain of moderate intensity with isolated heavy falls is expected over the
upper catchments of all the Major Rivers along with Islamabad and Rawalpindi, Gujranwala, Sargodha, Lahore,
Peshawar, Kohat, Bannu, DI Khan & DG Khan Divisions. Scattered wind thunderstorm/rain is also expected over
Faisalabad, Multan, Bahawalpur, Kalat, Naseerabad, Loralai, Sibbi & Zhob Divisions along with South & Southeast
Sindh.

IV: WEATHER OUTLOOK (08" 10 0% JULY 2023);
Widespread Thunderstorm/Rain of moderate to Heavy intensity with Very Heavy falls at isolated places is expected over
the upper catchments of Rivers Chenab, Ravi & Sutle] along with Gujranwala & Lahore Divisions.
