SUBJECT: -RIVERS SITUATION AND QUALITATIVE FLOOD FORECAST:

I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION:
River Chenab at Marala, Khanki & Qadirabad is in Medium Flood Level, while all the other Major Rivers are flowing in
the state of their normal Mows.
Medium to High Level Flooding is expected in River Ravi at Jassar. Moderat Level Flooding is expected in the Nullahs of
River Ravi during next 24-hours.

I: BMETEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:

a.  Yesterday's deep trough of westerly wave over Northern parts of the country today lies over Kashmir & adjoining areas
and is moving away Eastwards,

b. Yesterday's Upper Air eyclonie circulation over West Rajosthan has moved away Northeastwards and hoas become
insignificant for the country .

c.  Light to Moderate moist currents from Bay of Bengal are penetrating to upper catchments of River Sutlej up to 5000
feet.

d. Weak Seasonal low lies over North Balochistan.
1I: WEATHER FORECAST FOR NEXT 24 HOLURS:
Widespread wind thunderstorm/rain with Heavy falls at isolated places and Very Heavy falls at one or two places is
expected over the upper catchments of River Sutlej. Scattered wind thunderstorm/ rain of light to moderate intensity is
expected over the upper catchments of Rivers Indus, Jhelum, Chenab & Ravi along with Islamabad and Peshawar,
Kohat, Bannu, DM Khan, Rawalpindi & Sargodha Divisions. Isolated thunderstorm/ rain is expected over Lahore, NG
Khan & Multan Divisions along with Northeast Balochistan & Southeast Sind.
