I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION:
River Kabul at Nowshera is in Low Flood Level, while all the other Major Rivers are flowing in the
state of their normal flows.

I: METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:

Yesterday’s trough of westerly wave over Kashmir and adjoining areas has moved away Eastwards.

Mild moist currents from Arabian sea are penetrating to upper parts of the country up to 3000 feet.
