HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION at 0600 PST:

All the Major Rivers are flowing Below Low Flood level. River Chenab at Marala may attain Low to

Medium Flood level and Nullah Deg (Ravi Catchment) may attain medium Flood level during next 24-

hours.

METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:

Yesterday’s trough of westerly wave over Northeast Afghanistan today lies over Northern parts of the
country.

Yesterday’s Depression over North Odisha has weakened into well marked low and today lies over North
Chattisgarh.

Light to moderate moist currents from Arabian Sea & Bay of Bengal are penetrating to upper parts of the
country up to 5000 feet.

Seasonal low lies over Northeast Balochistan.

WEATHER FORECAST FOR NEXT 24-HOURS:

Scattered wind thunderstorm/rain of moderate intensity with isolated heavy falls is expected over the upper
catchments of all the Major Rivers, Islamabad along with Peshawar, Kohat, Bannu, DI Khan, Rawalpindi,
Gujranwala & Lahore Divisions. Isolated wind thunderstorm/rain of light to moderate intensity is expected
over Southeast Sindh, Northeast Balochistan along with Sargodha, DG Khan & Bahawalpur Divisions.
