SUBJECT: -RIVERS SITUATION AND QUALITATIVE FLOOD FORECAST:

I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION at 0600 PST:

a) Yesterday's u-ough of westerly wave over Kashmir and adjoining areas has moved away north-eastwards. A
fresh trough of strong westerly wave lies over North Iran,

b) A fresh Monsoon Low has developed over north Bay of Bengal.

¢) Moderate moist current is penetrating over upper parts of the country from Arabian sea up to 3000 feet, while
maisture from Bay Bengal is temporarily cut-off due to monsoon Low over Bay of Bengal. However, it is
likely to revive after 24 hours due to the westward movement of Monsoon Low.

d) Weak scasonal low lies over northeast Balochistan.

II: WEATHER FORECAST FOR NEXT 24-HOURS:
