SUBJECT: -RIVERS SITUATION AND QUALITATIVE FLOOD FORECAST:

I: HYDROLOGICAL SITUATION at 0600 PST:

River Kabul at Nowshera is in medium {lood level where as all the other major rivers are flowing below low flood level.
Medium to High level Nlood peaks are expected in the River Jhelum at Mangla upstream, River Chenab at Marala &
downstream, and the River Kabul at Nowshera and its tributaries between 4™ and 7% July 2024, Flows are also likely to
increase in the nullahs of Rivers Ravi and Chenab catchments along with hill torrents of DG Khan Division during the 4* to
7™, Urban fMooding is also expected in Lahore, Sialkot, Gujranwala, Narowal, Rawalpindi, Faisalabad and Peshawar from
4™ 10 07" July.

II: METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:

a. Yesterday's strong trough of extratropical storm over northeastern parts of Afghanistan and adjoining areas continues to
remain stationary. Itis very likely to affect significantly upper half of the country during 4" to 7%,

b. Presence of sub-tropical jet stream north of the country providing a favorable environment for development of current weather
syslems.

€. The latest vertical wind analysis over Southwest Asia shows a moderate moisture influx from the Arabian Sea as well as Bay
of Bengal, advancing toward the upper catchments of eastern rivers and extending up to 5000 feet. The strength of the
moisture mcursion from both sources, influenced by a trough of an extratropical storm and jet stream, is expected to become
strengthen from 4* July.

d. Steep pressure gradient lies over northeast parts of Afghanistan which may produce stronger winds during 4™ to 7 July.

Monsoon trough along the foothill of Hamaliya from Bay of Bengal to eastern rivers catchments has become further marked.

A seasonal low is siluated over the northeast Balochistan and adjoining areas, with a central pressure below 989 hPa. Its

trough is extending northeastwards,

II: WEATHER FORECAST FOR NEXT 24-HOURS:

Scattered thunderstorm with Moderate to Heavy rain is expected over the upper catchments of rivers Ravi and Sutlej.
Scattered thunderstorm with moderate intensity is expected over the upper catchments of rivers Indus, Jhelum and Chenab
as well as Istamabad, Rawalpindi, Sargodha, Gujranwala Lahore, DG Khan divisions, Isolated thunderstorm rain of light
mtensity is also expected over South & Southeast Sindh, Bahawalpur, Sibbi, Nasirabad, Kalat and Makran divisions.

IV: WEATHER OUTLOOK:

Widespread moderate to heavy thunderstorm rain/ showers with isolated very heavy falls is expected over the upper
catchments of all the major mcfs during 4™ w 7" July 2024.
